The BAIA collection explores the dialogue between material and light through
a series of sculptural furniture pieces.
Inspired by the shifting tones of water at dawn and dusk—the glow of waves,
the foam along the shore, and the subtle reflections beneath the surface—
each piece captures a moment of fluidity frozen in form.

Using resin, onyx, and marble as primary materials, the collection emphasizes
transparency, depth, and contrast. The result is a study in balance:
solid yet ethereal, refined yet organic.
